6. The Budget 2006/07
A draft budget had been circulated with the agenda and the Clerk had made amendments as a result of the Town Council Conference on 8th October. The second draft was tabled. The Chairman explained that the recommendation arising from the conference was to be proactive and whilst being mindful of costs not to be restricted by a percentage increase but to budget for all the projects which the council wanted to progress next year. 

The draft 2 budget was considered and discussed at length and a few changes made resulting in an additional £6,500 expenditure. Members were mindful of the increase, which would be required in the precept but concluded that all the items listed were justified.

RESOLVED

To recommend to the Town Council that the draft 3 budget, as attached, reflected the aspirations of the council and that it would be necessary to publicise and explain in advance the activities and projects which were proposed.
