1.   Minutes

The minutes of the meeting held on 7th September 2004 were accepted as a true record.

2.   Matters arising

(i) Minute 5 (a) Grant applications – The I Can Challenge – The Clerk reported that since the Town Council meeting information has come to light that the organiser of the I Can We Can Challenge has been trained by Landmark Education. She advised that mixed views of this organisation could be found on various websites and as a result of this connection St. Laurence School had withdrawn support from the I Can We Can Challenge.  The Chairman and the Clerk had spoken with the organiser of the I Can We Can Challenge and have been assured that there was no intention to use the I Can We Can Challenge for recruiting or promoting the Landmark Education. The Clerk distributed the revised project summary for the I Can We Can Challenge and it was generally agreed that the aims of the project were creditable.

RESOLVED: That there was no evidence to indicate the need to withdraw support from the I Can We Can Challenge and that the grant of £300 should be paid.
