2. Minutes and Matters Arising

5. a) Grant applications

The clerk reported that £5,300 was remaining under the budget for grants for the year 2005/06. 10 grant applications were considered and recommendations are recorded on the attached sheet.   £1000 was also available in the ‘grant by power budget’ and £5000 towards the St John ambulance

expressing disappointment that her grant application was turned down at the last meeting because although she does not have ‘not for profit’ status she does runs in conjunction with an organisation called Eureka which is non-profit making.

ii) letter dated 31.05.05 to Mrs J Parsons St John Ambulance

requesting more information about costs of the garage for the ambulance and details about the new ambulance

and reply from Emma Parsons dated 18.06.05 reporting that the old ambulance had failed and was replaced abruptly using a loan. The request for a contribution to  help pay back the loan still stands

RESOLVED to recommend payment of £5,000 towards the new ambulance but offer no contribution to the garage.
Income and Expenditure Accounts 2004/05
a) The draft accounts had been circulated and were considered in detail it was RESOLVED to recommend to the Town Council that the accounts be approved

b) Internal Auditor’s Report – The report from Diana Lindsey had been circulated and it was RESOLVED to recommend to the Town Council that the comprehensive report be noted and that no actions were required

c) The Annual Return was considered and it was RESOLVED  that recommendation be made to the Town Council that the questions in section 2 could all be answered positively.
