Cllr Sandford proposed and Cllr Lewis seconded that provision for improved play areas be added to the list of items for further negotiation. A vote of 7 in favour, 2 against and 3 absentations it was

RESOLVED: To add increased provision of play areas.

2. Additional car parking on the site

Cllr Sandford proposed and Cllr Craddock seconded that should the provision of car parking from the Avon car park be unsuccessful that the car parking be increased. A vote of 3 in favour and 9 against, it was 

RESOLVED: Not to add this amendment

Parish recommendation:- Refuse on 28/09/2006
The Town Council welcomes the submission of these plans and acknowledges the work that has been undertaken by the Architects and Developers in listening to and attempting to accommodate the aspirations of the town.  It is considered that these planning and listed building consent applications could form the basis for a successful development and have the potential to enhance the economic, social and cultural life of the town.   

There are however a number of issues that the Council feels are unresolved or where it is considered particular conditions should be imposed.  These are as follows: 


Items for further negotiation: 

1.   The provision of low-cost housing (which must not result in a reduction of the amount


of commercial floorspace on the site) 

2.   Works to ameliorate the traffic problems and enhance the immediately surrounding

streets (in particular details of surfaces, finishes and alignments in Silver Street with attention given to the need to keep signs and similar traffic management measures to a


minimum) 

3.  Better integration of Lamb Yard and surrounding buildings (to involve the adjoining


owner) 

4.   Development of the potential for Hydropower (or other energy production measures) 

5.   Choice of materials - and in particular the removal of the proposal to use red brick for


the riverside building 'N' 

6.   Provision of a satisfactory access into the Lamb Building from alongside the bridge

(the proposal here is incorrect in that plans and elevations do not match)  

7.   Improvements to the design of the "arch" through New Mill and the adjacent street


scene 

8.   The architectural detail on the east and west sides of Kingston House (as indicated by


the Prince's Foundation) 


9.   The possibility of acquiring the Avon car park 

10.   Clarification of the provision of refuse disposal facilities to ensure that bins do not


intrude on key spaces. 

11.   Some improvement to the traffic archway under New Mill to avoid it becoming a


sterile zone. 


12.   Inclusion of a public toilets on the site. 


13.   Increased provision of play areas. 


Items to be subject to conditions: 

The Council is aware that a range of standard conditions will be imposed but requests that


specific attention be given to: 

1.   The need to ensure that the scheme is carried out in its entirety and to an agreed

timetable (to be imposed by a formal legal agreement) 

2.   Specific materials and details, especially the use of stone from local quarries,


appropriate roofing materials etc. 

3.   The use of the high quality materials specified for all public areas with careful attention


to the choice of street furniture 

4.   Adoption of all roads and footpaths where the public have access to ensure that none


of the site is "gated" 

5.   The provision of footings for the proposed footbridge 

6.   That the Town Council be consulted on all significant revisions which should not be


subject to automatic delegated powers. 

7.  To control works traffic to avoid nuisance to local residents and businesses during


construction. 


8.   No reduction in employment space. 

9.   The proposed zebra crossing in Silver Street, and the build-out at the Kingston Road

and Silver Street junction to be in place before the start of construction work.  

Taking into account all the issues outlined the Council at this stage objects to the application

as submitted but subject to satisfactory resolutions of the matters outlined, or acceptable answers thereto, would be willing to withdraw its objection.
