i)
The Clerk reported that Booklets regarding the Clean Neighbourhood and Environment Act 2005 had now arrived and she distributed copies to all members. She advised that this would be on the next Town Council Agenda.

ii) The Clerk further reported that there would be a meeting of WWDC Scrutiny Committee to consider the proposed changes to the NHS service provision currently proposed by the Kennet & North Wiltshire and West Wiltshire PCT and the AWP Mental HealthTrust on Thursday 8th June at 7.00pm in the Council Chamber, Bradley Road. Two representatives from the Town Council are invited. Cllr O’Callaghan and Cllr Landell Mills expressed an interest in attending.

iii) Cllr Bowen reported that he had attended a meeting of the County Police and still no boundaries for the Neighbourhood Police Teams have been agreed

iv) Cllr Repton reported that the fence and gates were being erected at the Bradford on Avon hospital prior to planning permission being given. She noted that there was some urgency due to a break-in at the hospital but she had checked with the planning department and had been advised that planning permission was to be given by officers under delegated powers. 

v) Cllr Landell Mills reported that she had attended a conference at Winchester of those having school links with Sri Lanka and there was much enthusiasm.

vi) Cllr O’Callaghan reported that the Waterloo to Bristol line had been excluded from the invitation to tender but letters had been sent out to all those on the tender list asking for consideration to be given to maintaining it. He also advised that the campaign could be extended.

vii) Cllr Feilding reported that a Hillside Garage Action Group had been set up and had written to the Town Council. He reported that he had inspected 21 garages in Priory Close 10 in Budbury Tyning and was seeking clarification from the Housing Society about which were threatened.
